“Kickin that Stinkin Cigarette Butt” 

–  Plays like Bumpity, Bump, Bump
Purpose:  Get people energized and help others learn names.  

Activity:  The group leader starts out in the center of the circle.  You point to a person and say either “you”, “me”, “left”, or “right”.  After you say one of the commands, you say “Kick that Stinkin Cigarette Butt” as fast as you can.  The goal of the person you pointed to is to say his/or her own name (if you say you); the pointer’s name if you say “me”; or the person’s name to their left or right (if you say left or right).  If the person flubs the name or can’t get the name out by the time you finish the “Kickin that Stinkin Cigarette Butt” phrase, they then move in the center of the circle and repeat the process.  It is OK to use 2 or more people in the center if you have a larger group.
Processing:

1. How does getting to know names of people in the group get you more comfortable?

2. What did you observe happening while we played this game?
